CWFIA Bylaws

Membership Definitions

ARTICLE II
Active Members  
All persons actively employed, whose primary job function is prevention, investigation, prosecution or administration of Public Assistance Fraud Programs and are employees of the Federal, State, County or local government.

Associate Members
Persons who actively support the ideals of the Association and do not meet the criteria of Active or Life membership may be eligible to become associate members of the Corporation.  To avoid conflict of interest, and to promote free, unfettered exchange of ideas related to the prevention, detection, investigation, and prosecution of welfare fraud, no one employed by any non-governmental entity which contracts to provide services to public assistance recipients, may be an associate member of this corporation. Acceptance of non-government associated applicants requires review and vote by 2/3 of the Board of Directors regarding potential Conflicts of Interest.  Associate members shall not have a vote or be eligible to be officers of the Corporation, but shall have all other rights of membership.

Life Membership
Upon application, current members of the Association who have been active members in CWFIA for five (5) or more consecutive years, upon separation from employment which qualifies them for active membership in CWFIA, shall be granted life membership.  Life members shall have all rights of membership, including serving as an officer or an ex-officio director, except they are not eligible to vote in elections or to be elected as a zone director of the Corporation.  Life members not serving as an officer or ex-officio director are not required to pay dues.
